You can help an inmate come heart to heart 
with the love of God by financially 
sponsoring him/her for the Kairos 3-day 
weekend.  It costs $ 150 per inmate, or

-Include child’s first name only and age

inmate expressing God’s love. 
- Address to “Dear Brother in Christ”
- Don’t seal the envelope
- Short “note” from children has an
  Incredible impact for Christ! 
- Children (first name only and age)

-Freeze until you can arrange for delivery
  to a team member

Cookie “Please Don’t Do’s”
Don’t add icing or toppings to the cookies
